Please no
more than three pages (excepting continuing stories).

(If you would like to
provide your own, please let us know and we will send you the guidelines for photography and
illustrations.)

¢ The purpose of these stories is to help kids see that God is real and that He works in our lives.
Please keep Jesus as the main focus of your stories.

¢  When you donate stories, you are giving us unrestricted usage rights. However, do not feel as
though your use of the stories should be limited.
